12", and co-hosted with the Institute of Indian Studies HK+ Project, Hankuk

(HUFS). Apart from reports of regular activities of the Society, we would
also like to announce that our journal, Journal of Indian Studies, passed
the renewal process of the National Research Foundation with flying colors,
and will be published as an Accredited Journal for the next six years.
